Christian Dogmatics. By PTof. John TheodoTe Mueller, Th. D., Professor 
of Systematic Theology, Concordia Seminary, St. Louis, Mo. Pref­
ace by P,·of. Panl E. KTetzmann, D. D. Concordia Publishing House. 
XXIII and 665 pages, 61ti X 9 lh. Price, $4.00, postpaid. 

We are happy to see our supply of good English Lutheran theological 
literature grow year by year and therefore sincerely welcome the appear­
ance of this Ohristian Dogmatics. Our welcome is the more hearty since 
the author, as he himself puts it, "followed Dr. Pieper's standard work 
rather closely," though "he did not bind himself to details in form or 
content." Dr. Pieper, for over a half century, was the chief teacher of 
dogmatics at our Seminary, and Ilis Christliche Dogrnatik is so classic 
a treatise, so clear, so thoroughly Scriptural, that it would seem a tragedy 
and would mean a distinct loss to the younger generation of our pastors 
if the la.ck of knowledge of the German language would prevent the wide­
spread use and study which this book deserves. Weare thankful to 
Dr. Mueller for having rendered to the Church this service of making 
Dr. Pieper's classic work - even though in condensed form - available to 
our younger pastors. We hope that this book will nnd its way into many 
a parsonage and home outside of our own circles also and thus help to 
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remove misunderstanding of our doctrine and practise and to establish 
a better appreciation of the Scripturalness of our position. 

The opening chapters, on "Introduction to Sacred Theology," are prac­
tically a reprint, with only minor changes, of a series of articles published 
by the author in this periodical, Vols. 2 and 3. Turning back to these 
volumes, the readers of our periodical may gain an adequate conception 
of the style and manner in which the entire book is written. Condensa­
tion of material offered by Dr. Pieper was made especially in matters 
purely polemical, though the need of polemics in a Christian dogmatics 
was not overlooked. 

The present book, then, is practically nothing more than a brief 
summary according to Dr. F. Pieper's Ohristliche Dogmatik. The question 
may be raised, Is not the pUblication of this book but another link in 
that long chain of evidence that Missouri is hopelessly strangling itself 
in the fetters of traditionalism? That is a charge which has been raised 
against our Missouri Synod and its leaders from the early days of its 
existence and has been kept up to very recent times. 'Ve hold that at 
no time was this charge justified, nor is the publication of this book in 
its peculiar form a proof for Missouri's traditionalism. In the first place, 
the mere fact that one follows a book rather closely does not lay one open 
to the charge af traditionalism, especially if a good book is to be made 
available to larger circles by translation. In the second place, we need 
but to begin to read thc book, and the impression will at once be gained 
that it is not Dr. Pieper yoicing his own opinions, submitting to his rearlers 
his own experiences of God and things religious. Nor is Dr. Mueller merely 
repeating what Dr. Pieper has stated before. As one reads, the conviction 
grows that neither Dr. Pieper nor his translator is bound by the chains of 
traditionalism, is gnilty of merely repeating what the Fathers have stated 
before, irrespective of the Scripturalness of their views. We have here 
not the tradition of men or theological opinions gained by the exercise of 
one's own theological self-consciousness or by anyone's "experience." We 
have here in deed and truth a Christian dogmatics, Christ's dogmatics, 
God's dogmatics, the doctrine which God Himself taught in that infallible 
Book, the Scriptures, given by inspiration of God. As an example let us 
quote from the chapter "Definition of Christ's State of Humiliation": 
"The incarnation of Christ consisted essentially in the paramount miracle 
that the Son of God, with the fulness of the Godhead, entered into an 
indissoluble personal union with the human nature, John 1,14; Col. 2,9. 
Hence from the very moment of its conception, Luke 1, 35, the Imman 
nature of Christ was ill possession (xrijat<;) of all divine attributes and of 
all divine majesty and glory, John 1,14; 2,11. However, in order to be 
able to redeem llS by His most holy obedience (active, Gal. 4, 4, 5; pas­
sive, Is. 53, 4-6), Christ, from the time of His conception until His revivi­
cation in the grave, refrained from the full and constant use (Xl2ijall;) of 
His communicatecl attributes, majesty, and glory, Phil. 2, 6 ff. Throughout 
His earthly life, till the completi on of His work of redemption, He went 
about in the form of a servant, bearing all the weaknesses and infirmities 
of human nature after the Fall and being subject to the obligation (Matt. 
3,15; Gal. 4, 4) and curse (Gal. 3, 13) of the divine Law. . .. The doc­
trine of Christ's humiliation as set forth in the Confessions of the Lu-
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theran Church is truly Scriptural. Scripture not only clearly establishes 
the doctrine of the two states of Christ, Phil. 2, 6-11, in general, but also 
ascribes to His human nature in the days of His flesh full possession of 
all divine attributes, majesty, and glory, John 1, 14; 2, 11; 5, 17; Matt. 
11, 27; Col. 2, 3. 9, etc., while in other passages it presents the same Christ 
as not using His divine prerogatives, so that the one Christ, who is 
ineffably rich, was also poor, Matt. 8,20; 2 Gor. 8, 9'; He who is almighty 
God, John 6, 68. 69; Is. 9, G, was also weak, Luke 22, 42. 43; He who is 
the Creator and Lord of all things, John 1, 1-4; Matt. 8, 27. 29, was also 
subject to man, Luke 2, 51. 52; He who is the Prince of Life, Acts 3, 15; 
Rev. 1, 18, was also captured and slain by men, Luke 22, 54. 63; 
23, 33-37. 46. These apparently contradictory statements, Scripture ex­
plains by the fact that the Son of Man did not always and fully use the 
divine prerogatives which were communicated to Him as man (John 
10, 18: Christ died because He did not use His power to live; Phil. 2, 
6-8: Christ died because He humbled Himself). Hence the state of 
humiliation became possible and real because Christ voluntarily refrained 
from the complete and uninterrupted use of the fulness of the Godhead, 
which from the very mGment of His conception dwelled in Him bodily." 
(P. 287 f.) Note the frequent and correct use of Scriptural passages and 
the insistence on Scriph.tml explanations of apparently contradictory state­
ments. If Scripture does not explain, the mystery is left unexplained. 
Such is the method followed tlJroughout the book. Both Pieper and his 
tnlnslator have at all times before their millCl that age-old axiom which 
our sainted Doctor repeated ever so often and which Dr. Mueller has very 
aptly chosen as a motto for his book: Ei: n, AaAei", cO, AOrW {}wv, 1 Pet. 
4,11. If that be traditionalism, let us by all means 11ave more of such 
traditionalism. 'Chat is the traditionalism of Christ, WllO time and again 
calls upon Scripture to prove His statements. That is the traditionalism 
of Paul, who expressly states that he said none other things than those 
which the prophets and Moses did say should come, Acts 26, 22. Such 
traditionalism Paul demands from Christians and their pastors. "There­
fore, brethren, stand fast and hold the traditions which ye have been 
t[mght, whether by word or onr epistle. . .. Now, we command you, breth­
ren, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ that ye withdraw yourselves 
from every brother that walketh disorderly and not after the tradition 
which he received of us," 2 Thess. 2, 15; 3, 6. "Be not thou therefore 
ashamed of the testimony of our Lord nor of me, his prisoner; but be thou 
partaker of the afflictions of the Gospel according to the power of God .... 
Hold fast the form of sound words which thou hast heard of me, in faith 
and love which is in Christ Jesus. That good thing which was committed 
unto thee keep by the Holy Ghost, which dwelleth in us," 2 Tim. 1,8. 13. 14. 
That is the traditionalism that relies not on man, on human authority, 
on Church Fathers, but solely and only on tllut foundation of the apostles 
and prophets on which Christ Himself has built His Church. Such tradi­
tionalism is not to be faulted, but to be co=ended and emulated, for it 
is nothing else than loyalty to God and His Word. - We heartily recom­
mend this Oh1"isf'iam Dogmatics to all our pastors and to all who would 
learn the position of our Lutheran Church in doctrine and practise.

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The Approach to Jesus. .An Orientation and a Survey. By Theodore 
Huggenvik, Professor in the Depa,rtment of Religion, St. Ola,f Col­
lege. Augsburg Publishing House, Minneapolis, Minn. 135 pages, 
5l,6 X 8. Price, $1.00. 

Professor Huggenvik's Approach to Jesus is a brief, simple, popular 
apologetia, which purposes to prove that the combined testimony of all 
authorities, friendly and hostile, from the Old Testament on down to 
Christ's ancient and modern opponents, proves that Jesus is the Son of 
God, the promised Savior of the world. It is written in a pious, reverent 
spirit, as a witness against the aberrations of modernistic deniers of the 
divine truth. The reviewer has read the little work with much appre­
ciation, though frequently the treatment of a subject is rather skimpy, 
as, for instance, in the first chapter, where so much more conld be said. 
Sometimes, too, the presentation is incomplete, as, for example, where the 
writer speaks of the approach to Jesus by means of the Lord's Supper. 
Here the Lntheran doctrine is not sufficiently expounded and stressed. 
The choice of expressions is not always felicitous, and there are sentences 
that are so vague and indefinite that the reader is left in doubt regarding 
the real meaning. In presenting and defending the Christian truth, 
a writer assumes so great a responsibility that he must carefully weigh 
every word he writes and ponder every thought he puts into words. 
Let Lutheran writers reconsecrate themselves to the conscientious study 
of our Lutheran Confessions in order that their trumpet-call may be dear.

My Life. A Study of the Church-worker and His Personal Life. By 
O. Fred Nolde and Paul J. Hoh. Philadelphia, Pa. The United 
Lutheran Publication House. 96 pages, 4:;i X 7. Price, 25 cts. 

This book is an attempt to present the stewardship of life in a series 
of topics for the use of church organizations. It employs the principle 
of self-activity and contains much stimulating material. The check list 
of leadership qualifications on page 44 is very satisfactory. The topics 
suggested under "Christian Knowledge" on page 56 are good. The form 
of study suggested on page 68 iT. ought to have a special appeal for all 
leaders of young people. But it will be necessary to supply a better back­
ground for the significance of Christ and the doctrinal basis of His work. 
Did Jems merely feel Himself in closest relationship with His heavenly 
Father? (1'.12.) Did He merely sense God's will? (P.14.) It would 
almost seem that the "humanizing" of' Jesus has gone beyond the bounds 
of the permissible in many instances. For that reason the experienced 
leader of young people will supplement the material offered by supplying 
a more solid basis of doctrine.
